A sunny morning and competitive bidding for quality animals produced an excellent
atmosphere at the Spring Show and Sale of Highland Cattle at Chelford Agricultural
Centre, Cheshire last Saturday.

Auctioneer, Gwyn Williams, of Frank Marshall & Co who conducted the sale said “the
growing popularity of Highland Cattle in England has led to an upsurge in breeders, and
our central location seemed to suit those from far and wide, with people coming from all
over the UK and supplemented by French and Irish customers. Trade was as it should be
— quality animals selling at premium prices, with less demand for animals not favoured for
pedigree breeding purposes”.

Top price of the day went to the May 2007 born Heifer Anna 5™ of Glen Nevis, put forward
by the Murray Cooper fold of Mr & Mrs C Watmore. Placed first in her Class by Judge
Archie McArthur, she is a strong red animal with show potential and made 1,650 gns to D
M Hodgkiss of Staffield, Cumbria.

Mr McArthur had chosen, as his Champion, a March 2007 born heifer, from

Richard Haldane, Auchterarder, Perthshire. Una Ruadh 1* of Cloan was by Henry of
Hume Hall and as well as winning the Female Championship, was also the Supreme
Champion. Mr Hodgkiss was in again, beating off several competitors, at 1300 gns to
take her home to Cumbria.

This was a day of first’s for Richard Haldane — Una Ruadh was his first home bred animal,
“Ethel” being the first calf from the stock bull and the first time he has sold through the
sale ring.

The feature of the sale was the terrific demand for cows with calves at foot with a leading
price of 1600 gns for the March 2005 born cow Una Mhor of LOch Maree, with her heifer
calf at foot. Put forward by Mr & Mrs B Fiddler of Chorley, Lancs she headed off to
Cumbria with Mr Hodgkiss who was in again for Mr & Mrs Fiddler’s other cow, this being
the May 2005 born Sorcha Mhor of Loch Maree, selling for 1200 gns.

Meanwhile, the first cow in the ring the March 2001 born Ribhinn of Glengorm with her
heifer calf at foot from Norfolk based breeder Jim Ayres made 1100 gns to S C Cunnane
of Altrincham.

There was strong trade too for the yearling heifers led by the February 2008 born silver
dun Odhar Muirneag of Auchtenny from Mrs Virginia Stacy-Marks. Placed first in her
Class, she made 780 gns to Mr P Walker of Burntwood, Staffordshire, whilst Jim Ayres
made the long journey back to Norfolk accompanied by Eilidh Ben Coutts 5™ of Ardbhan,
an April 2008 born black heifer put forward by Mr & Mrs Watmore’s Murray Cooper fold
and purchased for 720 gns.

Of the bulls on offer, the Male Champion, the March 2008 born young bull from Jim Ayres,
sired by Lord Montagu of Old Greenlaw made 750 gns toJ Dolby and Sons, Rugby,
Warwickshire, whilst the August 2000 born Wallace of Cim, sire of many excellent heifers
for Mr Robert Philip, sold for 920 gns to C H Hill & Sons, Shropshire.
